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                              THE WORD OF GOD*

THE FIRST LESSON: 2 KINGS 2:1-12A

Elijah was the great prophet and preacher of God's Word. He was blessed by the Lord by being 
taken from this earth without seeing death, and would one day appear with Jesus on 
the Mount of Transfiguration.

When the Lord was about to take Elijah up to heaven in a whirlwind, Elijah and Elisha 
were on their way from Gilgal. 2Elijah said to Elisha, “Stay here; the Lord has sent me to 
Bethel.”

But Elisha said, “As surely as the Lord lives and as you live, I will not leave you.” So 
they went down to Bethel.

3The company of the prophets at Bethel came out to Elisha and asked, “Do you know 
that the Lord is going to take your master from you today?”

“Yes, I know,” Elisha replied, “so be quiet.”
4Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here, Elisha; the Lord has sent me to Jericho.”
And he replied, “As surely as the Lord lives and as you live, I will not leave you.” So 

they went to Jericho.
5The company of the prophets at Jericho went up to Elisha and asked him, “Do you 

know that the Lord is going to take your master from you today?”
“Yes, I know,” he replied, “so be quiet.”
6Then Elijah said to him, “Stay here; the Lord has sent me to the Jordan.”
And he replied, “As surely as the Lord lives and as you live, I will not leave you.” So 

the two of them walked on.
7Fifty men from the company of the prophets went and stood at a distance, facing the 

place where Elijah and Elisha had stopped at the Jordan. 8Elijah took his cloak, rolled it up 
and struck the water with it. The water divided to the right and to the left, and the two of them 
crossed over on dry ground.

9When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me, what can I do for you before I 
am taken from you?”

“Let me inherit a double portion of your spirit,” Elisha replied.
10“You have asked a difficult thing,” Elijah said, “yet if you see me when I am taken 

from you, it will be yours—otherwise, it will not.”
11As they were walking along and talking together, suddenly a chariot of fire and 

horses of fire appeared and separated the two of them, and Elijah went up to heaven in a 
whirlwind. 12Elisha saw this and cried out, “My father! My father! The chariots and horsemen 
of Israel!” And Elisha saw him no more. (NIV)

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THE SECOND LESSON: 2 CORINTHIANS 3:12-4:2

In the OT, Moses had to cover his face when in the holy presence of God. It is the same "veil of 
sin" that covers all people, but only in Christ is that veil taken away as we stand 
before God in his forgiveness. 

Therefore, since we have such a hope, we are very bold. 13We are not like 
Moses, who would put a veil over his face to prevent the Israelites from seeing the end 
of what was passing away. 14But their minds were made dull, for to this day the same 
veil remains when the old covenant is read. It has not been removed, because only in 
Christ is it taken away. 15Even to this day when Moses is read, a veil covers their hearts. 
16But whenever anyone turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away. 17Now the Lord is the 
Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18And we all, who with 
unveiled faces contemplate the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his image with 
ever-increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.

1Therefore, since through God’s mercy we have this ministry, we do not lose 
heart. 2Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use deception, 
nor do we distort the word of God. On the contrary, by setting forth the truth plainly we 
commend ourselves to everyone’s conscience in the sight of God. (NIV)

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SERMON TEXT: MARK 9:2-9

At Jesus' transfiguration, his glory was displayed as the one and eternal God.
After six days Jesus took Peter, James and John with him and led them up a high 

mountain, where they were all alone. There he was transfigured before them. 3His clothes 
became dazzling white, whiter than anyone in the world could bleach them. 4And there 
appeared before them Elijah and Moses, who were talking with Jesus.

5Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good for us to be here. Let us put up three shelters
—one for you, one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 6(He did not know what to say, they were 
so frightened.)

7Then a cloud appeared and covered them, and a voice came from the cloud: “This 
is my Son, whom I love. Listen to him!”

8Suddenly, when they looked around, they no longer saw anyone with them except 
Jesus.

9As they were coming down the mountain, Jesus gave them orders not to tell anyone 
what they had seen until the Son of Man had risen from the dead. (NIV)

Preferred Enrollment Period for Northdale Families
New for the 2021-2022 school year, NCA will be implementing a preferred enrollment period for 
current NCA families and members of Northdale Lutheran Church through February 28. Current 
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families with siblings new to NCA need to complete the online application for enrollment prior to 
February 28 to qualify for preferred enrollment. The $75 application fee will appear as a credit on 
your first tuition payment. The re-enrollment fee (K-8 only) will be $400 per child through February 
28. The fee will increase to $500 March 1 and $600 April 1. New family applications to NCA will 
be given enrollment opportunity starting March 1. 2021-2022 applications from families new to 
NCA are already being received. Current NCA families received an email from TADS with re-
enrollment directions.

Face Coverings for Worship
Last month the Ministry Leadership Team decided face coverings are required for the 8:00 AM 
service and Bible class at 9:25 AM. This requirement went into effect August 9. Children 7 years 
old and under are not required to wear face coverings. Face coverings will continue to be 
encouraged, but not required, for the 10:30 AM service. NLC will have disposable masks 
available for those who do not have their own. It is the intent of the MLT that this change would 
remove barriers which may exist for those who feel strongly about wearing masks while also 
presenting options for those who feel differently. We want our people to feel comfortable and safe 
while worshiping online or in-person.
