As the one 
who works our salvation to its end, Jesus stands as the one cornerstone of our faith. 

	 8Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them: “Rulers and elders of the 
people! 9If we are being called to account today for an act of kindness shown to a man 
who was lame and are being asked how he was healed, 10then know this, you and all the 
people of Israel: It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified but 
whom God raised from the dead, that this man stands before you healed. 11Jesus is 
“ ‘the stone you builders rejected,

	 Jesus is preparing a place in heaven for all who believe in him. With another of 
his famous "I AM" statements, he calls himself the one way to this heavenly home. 

	 1“Do not let your hearts be troubled. You believe in God; believe also in me. 2My 
Father’s house has many rooms; if that were not so, would I have told you that I am 
going there to prepare a place for you? 3And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will 
come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am. 4You know the 
way to the place where I am going.” 5Thomas said to him, “Lord, we don’t know where 
you are going, so how can we know the way?” 6Jesus answered, “I am the way and the 
truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. 7If you really know me, 
you will know my Father as well. From now on, you do know him and have seen him.” 
8Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us.” 9Jesus answered: 
“Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? 
Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? 
10Don’t you believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me? The words I say 
to you I do not speak on my own authority. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is 
doing his work. 11Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or 
at least believe on the evidence of the works themselves.

Sermon   1 Peter 2:4-10	  

	 4As you come to him, the living Stone—rejected by humans but chosen by God 
and precious to him— 5you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house 
to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus 
Christ. 6For in Scripture it says: “See, I lay a stone in Zion, a chosen and precious 
cornerstone, and the one who trusts in him will never be put to shame.”  7Now to you who 
believe, this stone is precious. But to those who do not believe, “The stone the builders 
rejected has become the cornerstone,” 8and, “A stone that causes people to stumble and a 
rock that makes them fall.” They stumble because they disobey the message—which is 
also what they were destined for.
